BLENCOGO

Bala + Bal  means  TOWN in Old Norse

Ain means WOOD in Old Norse

Balain contracted to BLAYN, BLAN, BLANE and BLEN

Cogo is from the Celtic gogawr which means CORNFIELD or HARVEST

BLENCOGO, therefore, could mean

A WOODED VILLAGE FAVOURABLE FOR CORN.

or

The celtic Blein cogach means a

PLACE FOR WAR or A STRONGHOLD.

or

Blaen means HILL and Coga means CUCKOO

BLENCOGO, therefore, could mean

HILL OF THE CUCKOO.

Blencogo has been variously spelt.
